Opis projekta/ Project summary
CBRIS II (eng. Cross-Border River Information Services) projekt je prekogranične implementacije Riječnih informacijskih servisa na rijekama Dunavu i Dravi. Projekt je sufinanciran od strane Europske unije u sklopu IPA prekograničnog programa Mađarska-Hrvatska 2007-2013 .
Mađarski partner, istovremeno i voditelj projekta, je tvrtka RSOE a hrvatski partner u projektu  je Lučka uprava Osijek. 
Glavni cilj je unapređenje prekogranične suradnje u podunavskom području međusobnom suradnjom tijela unutarnje plovidbe, korištenjem Riječnih informacijskih servisa sa ciljem harmonizacije softvera za upravljanje lukama i aplikacije za procjenu rizika plovila na Dunavu. Ciljane grupe ovog projekta su javne vlasti koje se bave unutarnjom plovidbom, sigurnošću plovidbe, kao i privatni sektor, kao što su luke, špediteri, brodari itd.
CBRIS II (Cross-Border River Information Services) is a cross-border project for implementation of RIS (River Information Services) on the Danube and Drava river waterways. The project is co-funded by the European Union within the frame of Hungary-Croatia IPA Cross-border Co-operation Programme 2007-2013.
The Hungarian partner, also the Lead Beneficiary in project, is the company RSOE whereas the Croatian partner is the Port Authority Osijek.
The main objective of this project is to improve cross-border cooperation in the Danube region through mutual cooperation between bodies of inland navigation, using of River Information Services with the goal of harmonizing port management applications as well as risk assessment applications to be used for vessels on the Danube waterway. Target groups of this project are public authorities dealing with the inland waterway transport and navigation safety, as well as the private sector involved in inland navigation such as ports, freight forwarders, etc.
